You ask whether certain information is subject to required public disclosure under the 
Public Information Act (the "Act"), chapter 552 of the Government Code. Your request 
was assigned ID# 829672 (ORR# C002065). 

The City of Dallas (the "city") received a request for information pertaining to a specified 
accident. The city indicates it is withholding the submitted motor vehicle record 
information pursuant to section 552.130( c) of the Government Code, insurance policy 
number pursuant to section 552.l 136(c) of the Government Code, and dates of bi11h 
pursuant to Open Records Letter No. 2017-09757 (2017). 1 The city states it has released 
some of the requested information, but claims some of the submitted information is 

1 Section 552.130(c) of the Government Code allows a governmental body to redact the information described 
in section 552. l 30(a) without the necessity of seeking a decision from the attorney general. See Gov't Code 
§ 552.130(c). If a governmental body redacts such information, it must notify the requestor pursuant to 
section 552.130(e). See id. § 552.130(d), (e). Section 552.136 of the Government Code permits a 
governmental body to withhold the information described in section 552.136(b) without the necessity of 
seeking a decision from this office. See id. § 552.136( c ). If a governmental body redacts such information, 
it must notify the requestor in accordance with section 552.136( e ). See id. § 552.136( d), ( e ). Open Records 
Letter No. 2017-09757 authorizes the city to withhold dates of birth of members of the public under section 
552.101 of the Government Code in conjunction with common-law privacy without the necessity of 
requesting an attorney general's decision. See Gov't Code§ 552.30l(a); Open Records Decision No. 673 at 
7-8 (2001). 
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excepted from disclosure under sections 552.101 and 552.111 of the Government Code. 
We have considered the claimed exceptions and reviewed the submitted representative 
sample of information. 2 

Section 552.101 of the Government Code excepts from disclosure "information considered 
to be confidential by law, either constitutional, statutory, or by judicial decision." 
Gov't Code§ 552.101. Section 552.101 encompasses information subject to chapter 550 
of the Transportation Code. Section 550.065 applies only to a written report of an accident 
required under section 550.061, 550.062, or 601.004. Transp. Code § 550.065(a)(l). 
Chapter 550 requires the creation of a written report when the accident resulted in injury to 
or the death of a person or damage to the property of any person to the apparent extent of 
$1,000 or more. Id.§§ 550.061 (operator's accident report), .062 (officer's accident report). 
An accident report is privileged and for the confidential use of the Texas Department of 
Transportation or a local governmental agency of Texas that has use for the information for 
accident prevention purposes. Id. § 550.065(b). However, a governmental entity shall 
release an accident report in accordance with subsections (c) and (c-1). Id. § 550.065(c), 
(c-1). Section 550.065(c) provides a governmental entity shall release an accident rep01i 
to a person or entity listed under this subsection. Id.§ 550.065(c). 

The submitted information contains a CR-3 accident report that is subject to chapter 550 of 
the Transportation Code. The requestor is not a person listed under section 550.065(c). 
Thus, the submitted accident report is confidential under section 550.065(b), and the city 
must withhold it under section 552.101 of the Government Code. However, section 
550.065( c-1) requires the city to create a redacted accident report that may be requested by 
any person. Id. § 550.065(c-1). The redacted accident report may not include the 
information listed in subsection (f)(2). Id. Therefore, the city must release the redacted 
accident report pursuant to section 550.065(c-1) of the Transportation Code. 

Section 552.101 of the Government Code also encompasses the doctrine of common-law 
privacy, which protects information that is (1) highly intimate or embmTassing, the 
publication of which would be highly objectionable to a reasonable person, and (2) not of 
legitimate concern to the public. Indus. Found. v. Tex. Indus. Accident Bd., 540 S.W.2d 
668, 685 (Tex. 1976). To demonstrate the applicability of common-law privacy, both 
prongs of this test must be satisfied. Id. at 681-82. Types of information considered 
intimate and embarrassing by the Texas Supreme Court are delineated in the Industrial 
Foundation decision. Id. at 683. This office has found the following types of information 
are excepted from required public disclosure under common-law privacy: some kinds of 
medical information, see Open Records Decision No. 455 (1987); and personal financial 
information not relating to the financial transaction between an individual and a 
governmental body, see Open Records Decision Nos. 600 (1992), 545 (1990). Upon 
review, we find some of the remaining information, which we have marked, satisfies the 
standard articulated by the Texas Supreme Court in the Industrial Foundation decision. 

2 We assume the "representative sample" of records submitted to this office is truly representative of the 
requested records as a whole. See Open Records Decision Nos. 499 (1988), 497 (1988). This open records 
letter does not reach, and therefore does not authorize the withholding of, any other requested records to the 
extent those records contain substantially different types of information than that submitted to this office. 
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Accordingly, the city must withhold the information we have marked under section 552.101 
of the Government Code in conjunction with common-law privacy. 

Section 552.111 of the Government Code excepts from disclosure "[ a ]n interagency or 
intraagency memorandum or letter that would not be available by law to a party in litigation 
with the agency[.]" Gov't Code§ 552.111. In Open Records Decision No. 615 (1993), 
this office reexamined the predecessor to the section 552.111 exception in light of the 
decision in Texas Department of Public Safety v. Gilbreath, 842 S.W.2d 408 (Tex. App.­
Austin 1992, no writ), and held section 552.111 excepts only those internal communications 
consisting of advice, recommendations, opinions, and other material reflecting the 
policymaking processes of the governmental body. See City of Garland v. Dallas Morning 
News, 22 S.W.3d 351, 364 (Tex. 2000); Arlington Indep. Sch. Dist. v. Tex. Attorney Gen., 
37 S.W.3d 152 (Tex. App.-Austin 2001, no pet.). An agency's policymaking functions 
do not encompass internal administrative or personnel matters; disclosure of information 
relating to such matters will not inhibit free discussion among agency personnel as to policy 
issues. ORD 615 at 5-6. Upon review, we conclude Exhibit D consists of personnel 
matters, and not internal communications consisting of advice, recommendations, opinions, 
and other material reflecting the policymaking processes of the city. Therefore, Exhibit D 
is not excepted from release under section 552.111. 

In summary, the city must withhold the submitted accident report under section 552. l 01 of 
the Government Code in conjunction with section 550.065(b) of the Transportation Code, 
but release the redacted accident report pursuant to section 550.065(c-l) of the 
Transportation Code. The city must withhold the information we have marked under 
section 552.101 of the Government Code in conjunction with common-law privacy. The 
city must release the remaining information. 

This letter ruling is limited to the particular information at issue in this request and limited 
to the facts as presented to us; therefore, this ruling must not be relied upon as a previous 
determination regarding any other information or any other circumstances. 

This ruling triggers important deadlines regarding the rights and responsibilities of the 
governmental body and of the requestor.
